GENERAL BENEFITS 


A range of sodium hypochlorite based products for disinfecting and destroying potentially harmful micro-organisms, moulds and mildew from washroom and catering surfaces. These products are also suitable for use in commercial premises for the routine care and maintenance of hard floors, walls, tiles and paintwork as well as fixtures and fittings in toilets and washrooms. Always check the surface in a small area first to ensure the Bleach does not damage it.





SPECIAL BENEFITS


An all-purpose concentrated bleach containing a powerful oxidising agent. Bleaches, deodorises, cleans and sterilises. Liquid Bleach is a solution of sodium hypochlorite. Liquid Bleach is formulated at an economical strength as higher concentrations are less stable resulting in reduced life in store.


Liquid Bleach will eliminate pathogens and algaecide found in wet areas subjected to condensation such as washplaces, shower rooms and swimming baths etc.


Liquid Bleach is recommended for bleaching and removing light stains from white cotton, linen cloths and for wooden tables and draining boards etc. It is also suitable for cleaning enamel, earthenware, glassware and


washbasins. Cleans grease from sinks, baths, drains and gullies.





RECOMMENDED USAGE


Always wear the appropriate protective clothing and read product label and Safety Data Sheet before use.


Dilutions should be freshly and accurately prepared in clean containers. Dilutions should not be stored for use. Rinsing with fresh water after use is highly recommended.





IMPORTANT


DO NOT MIX Liquid Bleach with other cleaning agents. Keep away from varnished or painted surfaces and wash accidental splashes immediately with water. Rinse utensils thoroughly immediately after use, especially if metal and rinse straight after use on plated (chrome / gold) surfaces. Contact with metals / worn enamel / worn formica may cause discoloration. Store in a cool place keeping the container upright.
